In Loving Memory

I am supposed to hate my father, mother, wife,
children, brothers, sisters, and my own life? This seems
a little bit contradictory to some other commandments
and Scriptures that I have read... However, if we look

at how words are translated, it gives more context to this and provides some relief from the idea of hating
everyone! The word hate in this passage is translated from Greek and the original word also means “to love
less.” Many of our words today also carry an emotional weight due to our use of them rather than how they
were originally intended over two thousand years ago. What Jesus is asking us to do is to prioritize Him
above all else! While this may be simple in theory, it is much more difficult in practice. In short, simple does
not mean easy. The idea of detaching ourselves from anyone to prioritize God can be intimidating. Our goal
is to love God above anyone else. If we are married, our next goal is to love our spouse more than anyone
else. It is almost like there is a tier list for us to follow depending on our vocation, situation in life, etc. A
good question to reflect on regarding relationships is whether this person is leading me towards God or away
from God. This is actually a good question to ask in regard to our mental health as well! Is what I am doing
leading me towards God or away from God? If we find the answer is away from God, we may have to do
something difficult such as changing our habits or relationships. Again, easy to stay- much more difficult to
do. We may fail at these changes time and again, but the important thing is to keep trying. No matter how
difficult it might be, God will be there for the journey supporting us with His grace. -Luke Brown, LPCC
