On these days,
we ask in a special way for the intercession of these holy men and
women. We also honor their cooperation with God’s grace and seek to
imitate their lives. We may also read some of their writings or pray in a
way which was particularly loved by that saint.

There are too many saints to honor specifically by name and there are
only 365 days in a year. And, as mentioned, there are more saints in
Heaven than only the ones known by name. So, the Church celebrates
All Saints’ Day each year to commemorate each individual

in Heaven: those known by name and those known to W Estholic
God alone. (Not a Holy Day of Obligation this year.) DR
What is All Souls’ Day? (November 2) On the other hand, All
Souls’ Day is a commemoration of all the faithful departed, including
those still undergoing the purification of purgatory. While All Saints’ Day
is a holy day of obligation, All Souls’ Day is not. However, it is still a
beautiful celebration that sets aside one day to pray, in particular, for the
holy souls in Purgatory as they undergo the cleansing fire of God’s grace
in anticipation of Heaven.

This All Saints’ Day, let us joyfully look forward to one day joining the
company of the holy ones of God in Heaven. And this All Souls’ Day,
may we pray ardently that the holy souls in Purgatory might fully be

cleansed of all attachment to sin and proceed to their eternal
reward. (Not a Holy Day of Obligation.)

g expression that we often hear right alongside “I was taking
things for granted.” These are two sad expressions that
illustrate what happens when we do not practice gratitude for the things that we have. It often takes illness to
appreciate the health that we had, tragedy to realize how much we loved someone, and poverty to see the
wealth we enjoyed previously. We see an example of this in this weekend’s Gospel. Nine of the ten do not seem
to have gratitude for their leprosy being healed, and leprosy was no light disease! Once ones pain is gone, it is
easy to focus on the next discomfort, pain, or obstacle instead of cultivating a spirit of gratitude. I see this
regularly in my work as a counselor as well as in my own life when I do the same. Taking things for granted is
something that is often a process that starts slowly. We settle into the norm and become unaware of the many
blessings we have, and so we stop thanking and we become focused on deficits instead. This extends to things
like health, finances, friendships, kids, and mental health. Without a spirit of gratitude, it becomes too easy to
see what we do not have and instead focus on those deficits. Gratitude is not the solution to all our woes, but it
does help us to be mindful of the present blessings that God has given us as well as help us refrain from
comparing ourselves and our lives to what we do not have. This week, consider cultivating a spirit and
discipline of gratitude for all the blessings that you enjoy but may have overlooked recently. -Luke Brown, LPCC

In 1917, a lady believed to be the Virgin Mary appeared to three
shepherd children at the Cova da Iria in Fatima, Portugal. The three

L4 children were Lucia dos Santos and her cousins Francisco and Jacinta
Marto. José Alves Correia da Silva, Bishop of Leiria, declared the
events worthy of belief on 13 October 1930. (Wikipedia) To prove

the apparitions were true, the lady promised the children that
during the last of her six appearances, she would provide a sign
so people would believe in the apparitions and in her message.
What happened on that day— October 13, 1917 has come to be
known as the “Miracle of the Sun,” or “the day the sun
danced.” (CNT)

The Miracle of the Sun: On October 13, 1917, 70,000
people gathered in Fatima despite
4 heavy rain, waiting to see if Mary’s
¥4 promise would come true. Suddenly,
| the clouds broke, and the sun began
to spin, change colors, and zigzag
across the sky—something that defied
all natural laws. Many thought it was
¢ the end of the world, while others fell
to their knees in awe. Even secular newspapers documented the
event, making it one of the most well-recorded miracles in history.

What Can We Do?

If Fatima teaches us anything, it’s that ordinary people—especially young people—can change the
world when they respond to God’s call. Here are three simple ways to live out the
message of Fatima:

Pray the Rosary — It’s simple, powerful, and Mary specifically asked for it!
Make sacrifices for others — Offer small daily sacrifices for the conversion of sinners.

Trust in God’s plan — Just like the three shepherd children, we can trust that God is
working, even in uncertain times.
