Death is scary. I have heard that, just like taxes, you cannot
escape it. All Soul’s Day invites us to remember and pray for
all who have finished their earthly journey and await the
fullness of God’s mercy. It is a bittersweet day of love and
sadness. Sometimes we lose our loved ones and know it
was their time, but can still be so impacted by grief.
Sometimes the loss can be sudden and unexpected, which
can leave us stunned andwrought with despair. However,
mourning is not despair but an act of faith.
