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St. Basil the Great Church November 9, 2025
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On November 9th, the Catholic Church celebrates the feast of the Dedication of the Basilica of St.
John Lateran, the parish church of the popes, considered the mother church of Catholicism.
The basilica's history began around 318 or 324 C.E. and was alternately destroyed and rebuilt until
1724. St. John Lateran known as the "Mother of all Churches" and is the oldest and highest-ranking of
the four major papal basilicas. It's also the cathedral of Rome and the first public church built in the
city. (The other basilicas in Rome: St. Peter’s Basilica, Basilica di Santa Maria Maggiore, Pope Francis is
buried there, and Basilica of Saint Paul Outside the Walls.)

We remember all of our deceased loved ones.
May they rest in peace.

In this weekend’s Gospel, we see an emotion
expressed by Jesus that many wrestle with but also
tend to condemn in themselves. Anger is an emotion
that we have for a reason that can guide us very
fruitfully at times. Hopefully we recognize in this
weekend’s Gospel that Jesus in his perfection
experienced anger, so it can be good. We should be
angry at things like injustice, sacrilege, and sin in
general! It is also normal to experience anger in
situations that feel unfair! When I find myself angry at
having to clean up the third glass of water spilled by a
child at dinner, traffic that was unexpected, or finding
an empty box of Oreos in the pantry, I know that my
anger is normal yet somewhat unwarranted. That
being said, anger is an emotion that can feel like a
freight train. Once it gets going, it can be very difficult
to slow down or stop. Sometimes our anger can be
overwhelming and this may be a reason to seek help
or self-reflect on the sources of our anger. There may
be something unresolved that is causing anger in the
extreme. Also, although having emotions is normal, it
is our actions that can become the problem. Going for
a walk, expressing anger calmly, and working to
resolve interpersonal conflict are good things to do.
When we resort to abusing others or ourselves
through destructive behaviors, anger has become
something else entirely. If you find yourself struggling
with anger often or engaging in destructive behaviors,
consider pursuing self-reflection or professional help to
assist you in finding a healthier place with anger and
interior peace.
