The Ascension of the Lord is a Christian feast, celebrated 40 days
after Easter (often observed on the following Sunday), marking
Jesus bodily ascending into heaven in the presence of the

apostles. It signifies the completion of His earthly ministry, His
exaltation at God’s right hand, and the promise of His return. It
marks the end of Jesus’ visible earthly ministry and His return to
heavenly glory. The eleven remaining apostles returned to Jerusalem

after the Ascension of Jesus into heaven. Acts 7:74 says, “All these with one accord devoted themselves to
prayer, together with the women and Mary the mother of Jesus, and with his brethren” (Acts 7:74). During
this time, the apostles chose a replacement for Judas Iscariot. They cast lots between two men, and the lot

fell on Matthias.

Lord Jesus, You who in your ascension
filled the Eleven with joy,

make us worthy of that same joy

through your prayer and your mercy.

Lord Jesus, You who in your ascension
bore our fragile humanity into heaven

and opened for us the way that leads to
Heaven, fill us with the joy of serenity and
peace.

Lord Jesus,

You who by ascending into heaven
clothed us with the gift of the Holy
Spirit, make us your witnesses in
our daily lives telling of the joy of
your Mercy.
