RREEQQUUIIRREEMMEENNTTSS FFOORR LLIITTUURRGGIICCAALL MMIINNIISSTTEERRSS

Liturgical ministers are lay people who assist during Mass by
proclaiming the Word as Lectors, by welcoming as Ushers and
Greeters, imitating Christ in sharing communion as Eucharistic
Ministers and serving as Adult Altar Servers.

To serve as a liturgical minister in the Catholic
Church, you must be a fully initiated Catholic in
good standing. This means that you received the

sacraments of Baptism, Eucharist, and Confirmation and you are living a life consistent
with the Catholic teachings.

GGeenneerraall RReeqquuiirreemmeennttss ffoorr AAllll MMiinniisstteerrss::

Active Membership: You need to be a registered and active member of the parish.
Active parishioners are those that contribute time, talent and/or financial support
to the work of the parish on a regular basis.

Be fully initiated Catholics in good standing: You must have received the
Sacraments of Baptism, and Confirmation (with the exception of altar
servers below the age of Confirmation) and must live a life consistent with
Catholic teachings. If married, the marriage must be recognized as valid by
the Church.

Mandatory Training: Initial formation and practical training sessions are required for all roles.

Virtus Compliance: Ministries that work with children require compliance
with Diocesan mandates (Virtus training, background check, etc.).

If youwere to spend time in the company of those who have suffered at
the hands of another, youwill inevitably encounter the concept of justice.
The Catechism of the Catholic Church paragraph 1807 teaches that “justice

is the moral virtue that consists in the constant and firmwill to give their due to God and neighbor.” In our first reading
the Prophet Jeremiah laments to God that his friends have betrayed him and that he would like to “witness the venge-
ance” God has in store for those who havewronged him. Then in today’s Gospel Jesus tells the disciples that he has
counted every hair on their heads – that they should not be afraid for there is “nothing that is concealed that will not be
revealed.” What are we tomake of this? He sees. He knows what was done andHewill answer. His justice is sure, but
unlike what perhaps the Prophet Jeremiah was seeking, God’s justice is salvation minded and this can be difficult to square
with what may have been done to us. Maybe you saw no justice for yourself or someone you love. But what we can
witness is our life being rescued. God answering the poor. We leave the evil doers to God’s justice for the Lord “is like a
mighty champion” and Hewill take up our cause.
